work history)
e what you feel your contributions to the social work field will be
e The name of one faculty reference that has agreed to be contacted.
e Financial information entry

An unofficial current transcript will be applied to the application by the School of
Social Work administrative office.

Application deadline: Friday, November 11, 2022. The selection will be made on or
about December 10, 2022 with disbursement of the $1,000 award to be made to the
student’s University account in January, 2023.
