An unofficial current transcript and your BA application materials will be applied to the
application by the School of Social Work administrative office.

Awardee will be expected to communicate directly with the donor.

Application deadline: April 15, 2025. The selection will be made by end of May, with
disbursement of the $4,000 award to be made to the student’s University account in
September 2025.
